This would be a significant change 

and there are reasons both for and against 

the Club taking such a step. After consulting 

with other sailing clubs, the RYA etc. and 

discussing the issues at successive me

etings, 

it is our belief that all members should be 

informed of the pros and cons, so that the 

matter can be decided at the next

 AGM.

We therefore want to introduce the topic 

early enough for you all to have time to co

n-

sider the effects on the Club.

The issue was first raised after we received 

letter from Babergh District Council, e

x-

plaining that they were going to review our 

100% rate relief and pointing out that if we 

were a CASC, we would automatically r

e-

ceive an 80% discount via central Gover

n-

ment. Currently Babergh are allowing us r

e-

lief until 2007 and have done so for the past 

ten years (see below).

Registering as a CASC with the Inland 

Rev

e

nue would have the following benefits.

We would get a guaranteed discount 

of 80% on our rates.  We do not pay 

rates present

ly but if we did,  they 

would be in the region of £1,500 per 

annum.  The letter from Babergh i

m-

plies very strongly that our 100% 

rate relief will go. There is an impl

cation that if we are CASC regi

s-

tered, Babergh would give relief on 

the remaining 20%. Broken  down, 

this sort of rates bill would represent 

some £5 per member’

s subscription.  

For the last ten years we have e

n-

joyed 100% relief against our rates.  

Prior to that we got no relief.

 we would need to ensure that our 

rules effectively allowed anyone to become a 

member unless it was felt (and probably demo

n-

strated) that this was prejudicial to the Club’s i

n-

In order to register as a CASC, we would ther

e-

fore need to make fundamental as well as detailed 

rule changes.

It is most important to understand that once a 

CASC always a

 CASC: there is no mechanism for 

us to de

-

register. The Inland Revenue would thus 

have the power to move us towards a charity if

 

they so desired, together with the controls that 

this would impose, which would seriously impact 

the way the Club operates.

So the question is quite simple really 

-

 do we 

want to register as a CASC and enjoy rate relief, 

but with the potential that o

ther changes could be 

imposed on us without the Club being able to do 

anything about it, or should we be prepared to pay

What a pleasure it was to have Dickie Greenland a

p-

proach  us in the summer, particularly during our 

70

th

 Anniversary Year, with a view to rejoining the 

Club which he had to leave in 1948, when his e

m-

ployer at the time (a large industrial firm 

–

 now no 

longer in Ipswich) asked him to move up to Lanc

a-

shire.  Specially as he is thought to be the sole su

r-

vi

v

ing founder member of the Club from its reo

r-

gan

i

sation in 1935.  His one time PMSC Vice Co

m-

modore’s pennant is framed and displayed on the 

Games Room wall, in the Clubhouse.

 

 

He came back to the area where he was brough

t up, 

after a somewhat early retirement   and has been li

v-

ing ever since with his wife Audrey, in a purpose 

built house called Sparrows Nest at Stutton.  During 

that time, he met up with

sion at Lubeck.

 

As for that poem, Dickie confirmed it was based 

upon a happening in John Howard’s boat Kestrel, 

sometime after the war.

 it clear when I arrived at Sparrows Nest, 

“it’s Dickie not Dick” and explained a perceived 

need to change from the latter to th

e former, upon 

marriage to Audrey.  He is surely a national (not to

70 years of the Pin Mill Sailing Club

 

 

 

It’s hard to believe that ten years have elapsed since 

we cele

brated the Diamond Anniversary in 1995 

–

 

the 60

th

 year after the re

-

establishment of the Pin 

Mill Sailing Club in 1935.

 

 

This ye

ar, our 70

th

 Anniversary has coincided with 

the 200

th

 anniversary of Nelson’s famous victory in 

the Battle of Trafalgar 

–

 a rath

er more important date 

in the national calendar, but it shouldn’t divert us 

from rejoicing in the Club’s own more humble hi

s-

tory.

 

 

One of the important contributions to our 60

th

 ann

i-

versary was the publication of Renee Waite’s book: 

“Pin Mill Sailing Club: Sixty Years”, which was 

sponsored by the Club and man

y of its then current  

members.  Short of producing a supplement to 

Renee’s history to bring our story up to date, here is 

a brief account of some of the events  and develo

p-

ments  in the Club during the last ten years.

 

 

There was a memorable victory in 2001 in the co

m-

plicated  dispute with Ipswich Borough Council 

(IBC) over deep water moorings charges.  This di

s-

pute had been a major preoccupation for the Club 

over many years and culminated our member Ala

s-

dair Duke along with Derek Moore, being taken to 

court by IBC.  Thanks to the determination  and  l

e-

gal ability of Sir Patrick Sinclair, with the aid of 

other Club members, the case was finally won at A

p-

peal in the High Court and was later celebrated by a 

Victory Dinner in the Clubhouse.  The results of Pa

t-

rick’s tireless efforts on our behalf have also ben

e-

fited other sailing clubs in similar situations.

 

 

An attempt  to acquire land for a Club car park, fo

l-

lowing the imposition of charges in the public car 

park at Pin Mill, was not so successful. There were 

strong objections  from local residents  to the pr

o-

posed site.  Car parking is a continuing problem, 

though it is warming to note  that  at the time, many 

residents  made  offers 

of parking space to members  

in need.

 

 

 

 

A

 programme  of refurbishment of the Clubhouse 

began in 1996 with the provision of comfortable  

new furniture and a new carpet  i

n the Ballard 

Room.  The Games Room was redecorated  and a 

new table and stacking chairs  purchased  and a m

a-

jor  renovation of the Galley was carried out.  Pe

r-
