NAUTICAL PHOTOGRAPH
COMPETITION 2007

This year the Competition ran into an
unexpected problem, in that the date set for
months ago happened to clash at the la
minute with the final of the Rugby World
Cup, in which England was involved. So it
became clear that very few, if any, would be
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attending the Nautical Photograph
Competition prize giving on Saturday

evening, 20th October, the televised match
being by far the greater attraction. However,
Matt Brook & Anthony Cullen, our judges,

kindly agreed to postpone judgement until
lunchtime on Sunday and announce the
prizewinners then. By popular request, the
photographs were also exhibited for a further
week.

85 entries were received this time from 18
competitors, including 5 members who have
never submitted before. Every year sees
standards improve among our Kkeen
photographers; it was clear that most are now
using digital cameras and making their own
prints, though many continue to use
traditional film and commercial developers.
The important thing, still, is the composition
and interest of the photograph, regardless of
the kind of equipment we use. But digital
photographers have to master extra skills and
sometimes our printers, or perhaps our
computer programmes, let us down for lack of
expertise. Maybe we could persuade one our
judges to give us a lecture sometime on how
to produce the perfect photograph with digital
technology?

Looking at the great variety of photographs
entered, it was evident that quite a lot of
members had spent their holidays in the
Arctic or, if not actually in Arctic regions, it
clearly felt like it to some who were cruising
in the freezing, wet summer! As well as the
many sunsets and dawns on the Orwell — and
sunsets further afield: in Florence for instance
— some marvellous pictures of the midnight
sun beyond the Arctic Circle were submitted.
Humour was also in evidence in the captions
to some of the entries, notably those of Pat
Prosser, Brian Rogers and Ron Watts (whose
shot of an iceberg in close proximity was
accompanied by the words “A little ice in
your gin, sir?”)

It may be worth pointing out that, although
the notion of ‘nautical’ has been expanded to
include any picture containing aspects of
water, some very beautiful photographs,
although exhibited, disqualified themselves
because they fell outside this criterion.

Hon. Property Secretary’s
Annual Report 2007

The year to 30 September 2007 has begn
another fairly quiet one in terms of Property
matters and the clubhouse itself was free fror
significant problems in terms of emergency
repairs.
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We continue to pursue a policy of prudent
preventive refurbishment and with this in
mind action was taken to forestall possible
problems arising from the flat roof at the rea
of the building over the bar store and rea
store. The ageing felt roof was replaced, th
guttering improved and a gradient introduceq
to improve dispersal of rainwater in order tg
prevent the ponding which had been
occurring on the roof surface for a number of
years. At the same time the rotten
bargeboards on the outer two pitched roof
were replaced with maintenance-free plasti
ones. The other significant item of
expenditure was a full safety check of thg
entire electrical installation in the clubhouse
this included wupgrading of the main
fuseboards and resulted in the issue of fu
compliance certificates. All portable electric
appliances were also checked and will bg
periodically checked in future.
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Whilst on the subject of safety, the whole
guestion of fire safety was reviewed and 4§
programme of regular checks introduced tc
ensure the alarms and emergency lighting afe
working properly and that fire exits and
signage are clearly visible and unobstructed.

A significant issue which was planned but did
not get completed by the end of the financia;ﬂ‘I
year is the matter of treating the Games Roo

to reduce its unpleasant acoustig
reverberation. The good news is that the delgy

has enabled a revised approach to be adopted

which will significantly reduce the expected
cost.

We have of course had the usual plethora of
minor maintenance issues. For anyone who (s
interested these are recorded in my monthly
summaries to General Committee, and | am
grateful to Lee Foster who tirelessly postg
these on the Committee page of the clu
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website. The vast majority of maintenance
jobs have been dealt with on a DIY basis by
one or other of the ‘usual suspects’, thus
saving the club money. Without wishing to
overlook the efforts of others it would be
wrong of me not to mention the help | get
from the members of the Property Committee
— Lee Foster, John Sparks, and in particular
John Webb who is particularly generous in
terms of his time and materials and always
willing to fix things which we would
otherwise have to pay a tradesman to do.

Also on the self help theme we again had an
excellent turnout for the Good Friday

Working Party. A long list of maintenance,

‘spring cleaning’, and minor upgrade matters
was completed and | would again like to

thank those who gave up their morning to
help. Although it may seem like a long way

off, may | take this opportunity to say that we
look forward to seeing as many of you as can
spare an hour or two next Good Friday
morning to lend a hand to spruce up our Club
and help keep our subscriptions down!

ALBERT THOMAS IRVINE
1920 - 2008

It was always a privilege to know Bert Irvine
and | was fortunate enough to know him fof
many years as a great friend. Bert was alway
a navigator, a searcher for the truth whatevg
the circumstances.
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He began the war as a navigator in the Fleet
Air Arm and was so good at this trade that the
Navy decided to promote him to navigating
submarines. Here he made one or two notable
achievements including a fully submerged
voyage from Gibraltar harbour to Portsmouth,

and also a successful submerged attack on
shipping in a harbour, protected behind anti-

torpedo nets. His war ended with a trip to Kiel

returning in command of a German U boat

and full of praise for its efficient crewmen.

In the post-war world Bert was promoted to

the navigational department of Associated

Newspapers. | first knew him as Circulation

Manager of the Daily Sketch. We became
good friends because of our shared interest in
sailing and the sea.

Bert and Peggy lived with their two children,
Tony and Jane, in Chislehurst where they
shared a beautiful house (with a garden that
was Peggy!s passion) on the edge of a wood.
Some years later they came to live in Pin Mill
and joined this sailing club where Bert served
as secretary from 1978 until 1980. Boats he
sailed under the Pin Mill burgee included
Nicola Jane Il and Seadrift, but his favourite
was perhaps South Sea Rover, which he
sailed on the Solent.

When Bert retired from Associated
Newspapers he was Managing Director of
London's Evening News.
